Pool depth
ranges from 14" at the starting end to 3- % " at the turning end. Starting block height is 20”. Timing system is a Colorado 5
with backup button and two manual backup watches per lane. 7he Competition Course has not been certified in
accordance with USA Swimming Rule 104.22(c)

Morning Warm-up Meet Starts

The afternoon warm-up will begin immediately following the morning session. The afternoon warm-up will
not start before 11:.00AM, with the afternoon competition starting no earlier than 12:00PM.

Warm-up procedure for morning and afternoon sessions:

A USA Swimming registered coach must supervise swimmers. Swimmers must use the “Feet First three-point entry from the
starting end of the pool during general warm-ups” This will be enforced for all sanctioned/approved competition in
accordance with the recent change to Policy 4.5.2(a)

First 30 minutes:

AM & PM: ALL lanes are circle swim

Second 30 minutes:

AM & PM: Lanes 4,5, 6 Sprint 25's

AM & PM: Lanes 1,2, 3,7, 8 Continue circle swim

Swimmers age as of February 12, 2011. All teams must hold current 2011 USA Swimming memberships.
All swimmers must have valid 2011 USA Swimming membership cards. Out-Of State swimmers must bring
their USS cards with them. Coaches must display their current 2011 membership cards

All individual entries will be pre-seeded timed finals, except events 1-4, 13-14 and Senior 400 IM, events 103-106, 13-14 and
Senior 500 Free and events 131-132, 12+U 500 Free, which will be deck seeded. Positive check-in and scratches are
required for these deck-seeded events at the scorer’s table prior to the start of the session which these events are in. All
swimmers will swim as one class by age group and sex. All swimmers 8 & Under will be staged.

All relays will be “mixed” and can consist of any combination of male and female swimmers. All relays are check-in events.
Coaches must check in all relays within one half hour of the start of each session. ID number, first and last names, age and
order of swim must be supplied on the relay sheet form in the coach’s packet.

All swimmers may enter a total of four (4) individual events per day plus relays. The 13-14 and Senior 400 IM events 1, 2, 3,
4, the 500 Free events 103, 104, 105, 106, 131 and 132 may be limited to 3 heats of the fastest seeded checked in
swimmers. Additional heats may be added at the discretion of the meet director if the time line allows. Deck entries will be
accepted only to fill partially filled heats. Swimmers unable to prove USS membership will be deck registered and charged
the current USS registration fee, plus a $20.00 processing fee.
